1. Ms. Reed didn’t buy the bookshelf, but she did pay more than the woman who drove the
white car. The person who bought the trunk paid less than the one who bought the bureau,
but $3 more than the woman who drove the red car.

2. The most paid was $20, which wasn’t paid by Melony. The lamp sold for the smallest
amount, but Emma didn't buy it.

3. The five women are represented, from lowest paid to highest paid, by Mrs. Bailey, the
woman who drove the white car, Melony, the woman who bought the trunk, and the woman
who drove the blue car.

4. Ms. Harp, whose first name wasn’t Wilma, didn’t buy the trunk. The person who bought
the bookshelf paid three dollars more than Sara, whose last name wasn’t Reed.

5. Kristin didn’t have a last name of Pike. Emma, whose last name wasn’t Harp, didn’t drive
the green car nor did she buy the coffee table. Wilma'’s last name wasn’t Jones but she did
spend $18 on her purchase.

6. The woman who drove the black car bought the trunk. Mrs. Jones drove the white car.
Wilma’s last name wasn'’t Pike.
